The Buckhorn Range Chapter of the Back Country Horseméfashington works to provide and maintain sustainable
trails on the Olympic Peninsula for all users but with ai$oen those trails that allow for equestrian acceserdon
County is a very horse friendly place with most of th, @ounty, and federal trails open to horses as sdlha private
timberlands owned by our primary landowner, Olympic Resouraedgement. Our chapter strives to preserve this
privilege through education of the county’s equestrian @djoun as to best management practices, respect for ather u
ers, and partnering with agencies.

Anderson Lake State Park provides the only designated tma8isade Park lands within Jefferson County that allows
horse access. Only a percentage of the trails aretogjuestrians in order to provide a range of multiasdrpedes-
trian opportunities and to keep stock away from sensitie&sar This effort means we have no impact on the use and
ecology of the lake itself. We maintain a small parkireaan the park that can accommodate a few horse trailéns

is treasured by area equestrians, and we ensurentiahe best minimum impact practices are employed here.

Our chapter is a contributing member of the JeffersorsT@aalition (JTC). The JTC works with Jefferson Gguo
develop the Olympic Discovery Trail which will someday lirdrTownsend with the Tri-Area communities and with
Sequim and Port Angeles.
