Vice President Gerry Magnuson called meeting to order. Minutes recorded by Bob Hoyle/Judith Hoyle
Program: Chapter members shared/demonstrated various useful knots, and practiced tying them.

A motion was made and passed to approve the February minutes as published in the newsletter.
Bob Hoyle read the minutes from the March meeting (abbreviated meeting due to the McWethy presentation). A motion
was made and passed to approve the March minutes as read.

Reports: (Officers/Boards/Standing committees)

1. Trail Boss (Bob Hoyle)

Sandy Shore ride March 28 had limited attendance due to rain. In fact, only Juelie and Jeff - who had just flown in from
Alaska and driven in from SeaTac with 5 minutes to spare — attended. They shared their potluck with each other after-
ward, in the drizzle.

April 19 will be Coyle Peninsula ride. Meet at the gravel pit/parking lot off of East Toandos.

May 16 will be the joint ride with Peninsula Chapter at Miller Peninsula. Potluck to follow.

2. Work Projects/Trails report (Jeff).

LeBar is apparently not too bad. WTA is working to replaced bridges by this coming autumn. Case Creek (Dose Trail)
washout is to be fixed in June/July.

LSMT: Work party on LSMT old trail “over the hump” - opened up again. County has requested that we use “Trail Work
Ahead” warning signs. If LSMT does become an official part of the Pacific NW National Scenic Trall, it will come under
Forest Services management, which may require F.S. certifications to work on the trail -we’re hoping that we can still
work under county requirements. Buckhorn will be brushing the LSMT horse trail later this spring, probably May or June,
after the spring growth spurt.

3. Director’s Report (Jeff )

Ellensburg Directors meeting: One-third of the 2-year grant for trail maintenance has been spent on Forest Service and
DNR work. We have discovered it is simpler to get reimbursement for mileage than to sort out what “small tools” is reim-
bursable. We have submitted mileage $$ for reimbursement. More will be submitted in 2009. In 2008 BCHW put in
70,000 volunteer hours on public trails (nearly one-third of the total volunteer hours tracked by BCHA as a whole).

New BCHW tri-fold brochures have been printed and more can be order on line. [Bob Hoyle has confirmed with WSU
that we can leave some there for local distribution. Judith will pursue getting a display holder that for purpose.]
Members who have not renewed by April 10 will be dropped after the April newsletter.

Charitable contribution requirement — chapters that receive in excess of $25000 in contributions will need to file a non-
profit form with the state of Washington. [Doesn’t apply to Buckhorn]

4. Treasurer. (Judith Hoyle) Chapter is solvent.

Unfinished Business and Special Orders
Chapter members in attendance reviewed, discussed, modified and approved new Buckhorn Range by-laws, neces-
sitated by BCHW having converted to a 501(c)(3) last year.
BCHA National Directors’ Meeting — Fort Worden, April 21 — 25", Judith and Jeff both encouraged anyone who is
able to attend and see how the national organization works, and see how our concerns regarding loss of trail use
locally are a national concern.

New Business/Good of the Order
Gerry Magnuson discussed the Western Dream Ride, sponsored by Olympic Chapter, to be held August 7-9 at Fly-
ing Horseshoe Ranch, CleElum.
